At Bollinbrook CE Primary the Christian value of ‘Love’ is at the heart of who we are as a
community.

Purpose of the Plan

We believe that all people are made in the image of God and are unconditionally loved by God.
Everyone is equal and we treat each other with dignity and respect. Our school is a place where
everyone should be able to flourish in a loving and hospitable community.

We are committed to providing a fully accessible environment which values and includes all pupils.
Staff, parents and visitors regardless of their education, physical, sensory, social, spiritual,
emotional and cultural needs. We are committed to challenging negative attitudes about disability
and accessibility and to develop a culture of awareness, tolerance and inclusion.

We are committed to ensuring the all visitors to Bollinbrook are treated with appropriate dignity.
This plan demonstrates Bollinbrook CE Primary School plans, over time, to increase the provision
for all pupils, staff and visitors to the school.

Definition of Disability

Under the Equality Act 2010, you are disabled if you have a physical or mental impairment that has
a ‘substantial’ and ‘long-term’ negative effect on your ability to do normal daily activities.

Legal Background

This Accessibility Policy and Plan are drawn up in compliance with current legislation and
requirements as specified in Schedule 10, relating to Disability, of the Equality Act 2010. Itis a
requirement that the school’s accessibility plan is resourced, implemented and reviewed and
revised as necessary.
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The Accessibility Plan contains relevant actions to:

e Improve access to the physical environment of the school, adding specialist features
as
necessary. This covers improvements to the physical environment of the school and physical
aids to access education.

e Increase access to the curriculum for pupils with a disability, expanding the curriculum as
necessary to ensure that pupils with a disability are as, equally prepared for life as the able-
bodied pupils; (If a school fails to do this they are in breach of the DDA —reference definition
of a disability) this covers teaching and learning and the wider curriculum of the school such
as participation in after-school clubs, leisure and cultural activities or school visits. It also
covers the provision of specialist aids and equipment, which may assist these pupils in
accessing the curriculum.

e Improve the delivery of written information to pupils, staff, parents and visitors with
disabilities. Examples might include handouts, timetables, textbooks and information about
the school and school events. The information should be made in various preferred formats
within a reasonable time frame

Attached are action plans, relating to these key aspects of accessibility. These plans will be reviewed
and adjusted annually. We also acknowledge that there is a need for on-going awareness raising
and training for staff and governors in the matter of disability discrimination and the need to inform
attitudes on this matter.

Current good practice

We aim to ask about any SEND, additional or medical needs in early communications with new
parents/carers. For parents/carers of children already at the school, we collect information regularly
and have an open-door policy to enable them to share views or concerns, we also have parent/carer
consultation meetings three times a year. Regular reviews are undertaken for children who have an
EHCP. As part of the school’s continued communication with parents, carers and other stakeholders
we continually look at ways to improve accessibility through data collection, questionnaires and
parental discussions. Early appointments, often before starting school, occur between the
Headteacher, parents and SENDCo to ensure that the school has the correct facilities to cater for
pupil need.

A copy of the accessibility plan will be made available on the school website. The plan will be
monitored, to assess its impact on the school community, through the FGB annually. The school will
work in partnership with the local education authority Cheshire East. 11. The plan will be monitored
by OFSTED as part of their Inspection cycle.
